We have an opportunity to comment on the 2008 Detailed Draft Use Cases which were developed by the Office of the National Coordinator for Health Information Technology (ONC) to further the health IT agenda and enable the Nationwide Health Information Network.  The American Health Information Community (AHIC) develops Use Cases based on priorities expressed by the AHIC workgroups. The Detailed Draft Use Cases include: Remote Monitoring, Patient-Provider Secure Messaging, Personalized Healthcare, Consultation and Transfers of Care, Public Health Case Reporting and Immunizations & Response Management which are available on the ONC web site at: http://www.hhs.gov/healthit/usecases/  
 
Following conclusion of the comment period (now through February 15), ONC will develop the Final Use Cases, and deliver them to the Healthcare Information Technology Standards Panel (HITSP) who will develop Interoperability Specifications for vendors and federal agencies to implement to enable health information exchange. These Use Cases that drive the HITSP process will also become CCHIT certification criteria. The comment period is an opportunity for us to provide ONC with input from the Nursing Community.
 
In order to give you an opportunity to participate in the process for commenting, the TIGER Standards and Interoperability Collaborative will hold a facilitated webinar session on the Consultation and Transfers of Care Use Case led by co-chairs Joyce Sensmeier and Beth Halley.
